1. Background

According to the government’s policy of developing Thailand as medical
hub, it operates the extension of the stay in Thailand for 90 days. Based on medi-
cal treatment in CLMV countries and People’s Republic of China, the Ministry of
Interior has launched the notice of Ministry of Interior namely ‘Specification of the
countries of which the holders of the passport or other substituted documents
temporarily enter the kingdom for medical treatment and followers are exempt
from visa and stay in the kingdom for no more than 90 days’. It was announced
in Royal Thai Government Gazette on 15 March 2017 and it was effected on
22 March 2017 together with the Ministerial Regulations on Rules, Procedures

and Conditions in Diagnosis, Exemption and Changes in Visa (4th edition), 2012.

2. Objectives

2.1 To provide officers and organizations related to the operation of
90-day visa exemption for medical treatment in the CLMV countries and People’s
Republic of China to be knowledgeable, proficient, and skillful in operation in a
correspondent way for efficiency and to be in line with the operation based on
legal requirements.

2.2 To provide guideline of operation of government officers and private
sectors involved in the extension of the stay in Thailand for 90 days. For those
traveling for medical treatment in 4 CLMV countries and People’s Republic of
China based on the notice of the Ministry of Interior which is ‘Specification of the
countries of which the holders of the passport or other substituted documents

temporarily enter the kingdom for medical treatment and followers are exempt
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from visa and stay in the kingdom for no more than 90 days’, here are the list
of countries:

(Confirmation Letter for 90-Day Stay on Medical Ground)

3. Patients and followers as listed go through the process of immigra-

tion offices following the name list submitted before arriving in Thailand

4. Patients and followers receive the stamp on their passports.

5. Patients and followers go through the Customs procedures.

6. Patients and followers travel to Thailand and receive all treat-
ments/medical services at the appointed hospitals until the treatments have
been completed.

7. Patients and followers travel back to their home countries.

3.4 Hospital processes :

1. The hospital’s officers as listed by the Ministry of Public Health
provide the information to the patients who intend to receive medical treatments
by informing an appointment date and time for the treatment.

by defining the name list in ‘subject” with CLMV and China for 1 working day
in advance before the patient arrives in Thailand. The followings are the details
of delivery.
1) Name-surname, gender, nationality, passport number of the
patient and the follower and their copies
2) Confirmation Letter for 90- Day Stay on Medical Ground
4. If patients and followers wish the hospital to arrange a team of
hospital officers/officers to receive patients and followers, let the hospital process
as requested by the patient.
5. The hospital submit the reports of the details together with Personal
Health Record / Discharge Summary to the Ministry of Public Health via an e-
mail: medicalhub.hss@gmail.com within 30 days after the discharge.

3.6 Special Branch Bureau, Royal Thai Police Processes :

Check the relevant information when there are a patient and a follower
from CLMV countries and People’s Republic of China.

Coordinate and receive the information of the patient and the follower
especially when the patient and the follower do not receive the medical treatment
as notified by the hospital and it is unable to contact them after they arrive in
Thailand by proceeding and informing the details of the patients and the follower

to related agencies.

3.7 National Intelligence Agency Processes :
Check the related information of there are patients and followers from
CLMV countries and People’s Republic of China coming for medical treatment.
Coordinate and receive the information of the patient and the follower
especially when the patient and follower do not receive the medical treatment as
